I. GENERAL INTRODUCTION

The most noteworthy feature of the 1938 estimates as compared with 1937 is the method
adopted for the conversion of the expenditure into the income budget.

For 1937, the Assembly had decided that the “ total charged to the States Members in gold
francs should be fixed at a coefficient of 209, below the total expenditure fixed in Swiss francs
at the old parity ” and that the difference “ between the 209, in question and the actual devalua«
tion of the Swiss franc should be paid into a fund” . . . placed at the disposal of the
Supervisory Commission for such additional expenditure as might have to be incurred by the
three principal Organisations in consequence of the depreciation of the Swiss franc and of the
Dutch florin.

For 1938, the Assembly decided that the conversion should be made at the present
parity of 1 gold franc = 1.41381418 Swiss francs (1 Swiss franc = 0.70730653 gold franc) and that
a new credit of 1,300,000 francs—reduced to 1,040,000 francs by a lump-sum deduction on account
of the Guarantee Fund—should be inserted in the budget to meet expenditure resulting from
depreciation.

OccurpATION OF THE NEW Bumwping.

The transfer of the Services to the new building—the cubic capacity of which is four times that
" of the o0ld building and its annexes—has affected several heads of Part I (Secretariat) of the budget,
and particularly Items T (Assembly), 2 (Council), 1z (Salaries); II 3 (Internal Service) and 13z
(Maintenance of Offices at Geneva). It was thought advisable not to modify in the 1936 budget
the totals inserted in the above-mentioned items, and to enter under a single head a lump-sum
credit corresponding to the whole of the supplementary expenditure anticipated. The amount
of new expenditure arising out of the occupation of the new building would thus be clearly shown.
The lump-sum credit of 750,000 francs shown in Chapter 2 (Occupation of the New Buildings)
of Part VI (Buildings at Geneva) of the 1936 budget was eliminated from the 1937 and subsequent
budgets; provision is made in Part I (Secretariat) of these budgets for the whole additional
expenditure involved by the occupation of the new building.

SALARIES OF TEMPORARY STAFF FOR THE ASSEMBLY, COUNCIL AND CONFERENCES.

General Observations.

The permanent staff of the Secretariat is, unaided, not in a position to cope withthe work
_ of the Assembly, large Conferences or Committees when several sessions are held simultaneously.
Efforts are made to spread the various League meetings as evenly as possible over the whole
of the year, but, owing to the number of Committees now in existence, it has been found difficult
to prevent a certain amount of overlapping. Précis-writers, translators, shorthand-typists,
duplicating operators and proof-readers must therefore from time to time be engaged on a purely
temporary basis, the salaries paid to such staff being borne by the item of the budget to which -
the expenses of the relevant Conference are charged. During sessions of the Assembly,
Council or of important Conferences, the number of office-keepers, messengers and cleaners must
also be considerably increased. ‘

NoTE oN ITEM 2 (¢) OF CHAPTER I: UNFORESEEN EXPENDITURE
(suBjECT TO SPECIAL VOTE OF COUNCIL).

(@) - Political Expenditure.

A sum of 500,000 francs is provided for in each budget in order that the Council should have
sufficient funds at its disposal to meet any political contingencies which might arise during the
year. The Assembly, at its third ordinary session, fully recognised the necessity of this measure;

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but, in-order to give full publicity to any expenditure incurred under this head, it decided to
add the following clause to Article 36 of the-Financial Regulations:

“ A statement showing for the past financial year any expenses borne on a vote for
unforeseen expenditure and incurred only by special resolution of a competent authority
shall be annexed to the Accounts.”

(i) Extraordinary Financial and Economic Expenditure.

The sum of 100,000 francs is placed at the disposal of the Council for the purpose of
affording, if the Council thinks fit, technical financial advice to such Governments as may request
it, and for other action to meet the financial and economic crisis.

Note oy ITEM 3 A (3) AND B (b) oF CHAPTER I.
MONETARY AND EcoNoMIC CONFERENCE.

The complete uncertainty which prevailed as to the future work of the Conference made it
impossible, in 1933, for the Supervisory Commission to frame an estimate based.on precise factors.
The 1933 Assembly decided, therefore to include in the 1934 budget the same figures as in the
1933 budget—mamely, 336,000 francs for a Conference of forty-eight days at Geneva, and

' - 100,000 francs for the carrying-out of the decisions of the Conference.

The 1934 Assembly voted an aggregate sum of 400,000 francs for the Conference and the
carrying-out of its decisions, on the understanding that the cost of the enquiry into the causes,
scope, methods and results of compensation and clearing agreements should be charged to the
part of this credit earmarked for the execution of the decisions of the Conference.

The same credits have been included in the 1936, 1937 and 1938 budgets.

NOTE oN THE LuMp-suMm DEDUCTIONS FROM CHAPTERS I, II anp III
OF THE BUDGET OF THE SECRETARIAT.

The following is an extract from the report of the Supervisory Commission to the Fourth
- Committee on the reduction in the contribution of States Members for 1936 (document A.5(b).

1935:X): :
‘ “ In the course of the discussions which have taken place in the Fourth Committee in the
last few years, it has frequently been suggested that the credits connected with expenditure
that could not definitely be foreseen should be reduced in the Secretariat’s budget.

“ The chief of these items of expenditure are the following:

“ There has often been talk of over-budgeting in connection with these credits, each
of which, taken individually, is justified, but which taken together may leave a
considerable balance over at the end of the financial year.” .

Having regard to the demand for further economies in the 1936 budget, the Supervisory Com-
mission recommended to the Assembly, which accepted its suggestion, that “ each of these items
should continue to be estimated and budgeted for as accurately as possible and, indeed, none of the
foregoing figures would be modified ”, but that a lump sum of 200,000 francs should be deducted
from Chapters I and II, in which these items are shown.

-Should these credits be fully spent during the financial year, the Secretary-General would
find in the special Guarantee Fund—set up to meet this contingency—the additional sums
required to defray the expenditure authorised by the Assembly.

These aggregate reductions were increased to one million in the 1937 budget and to
1,550,000 francs in the-1938 budget; in the latter budget, one million is deducted from Chapter I,
250,000 francs from Chapter II and 300,000 francs from Chapter III.

NotE oN ITEM 4 A (m) OF CHAPTER I:
COMMITTEE OF EXPERTS ON THE LEGAL PoSITION OF WOMEN IN THE DIFFERENT
COUNTRIES OF THE WORLD.

) The credit of 25,000 francs is intended to cover the expenses of two meetings of the Committee
of Experts, which are estimated at 20,000 francs; the balance of 5,000 francs would be available

to supply, this proves to be politically expedient and financially possible, decided to insert in the
- - budget for 1938 a credit of 300,000 francs, offset to the extent of 250,000 francs by a lump-sum
deduction drawn, if required, from the Guarantee Fund, the assets of the latter being
- correspondingly increased by transfer from the available balance.
No commitment will be entered into without the concurrence of the League Council and the
Supervisory Commission’s approval of the amount of the credits to be placed at the
- ‘Secretary-General’s disposal.

The 1936 Assembly having approved the Supervisory Commission’s proposals concerning
the appointment of temporary collaborators, the 1938 budget includes for this purpose, in addition
to the credit which, for several years, has been voted to enable research students to come to
Geneva for the Assembly or important conferences, a credit of 90,000 francs for the salaries and
of 40,000 francs for the travelling expenses of this new category of officials. :

- 3. The credit in respect of technical collaboration with China is designed to cover the cost
of collaboration with China in various technical fields during the year 1938, and more particularly

(document A.73.1937), which concluded with a resolution of which the final three paragraphs
ran as follows:

“ Recommends the Secretary-General to provide at once all the necessary available funds
in order to assist the Chinese authorities in the immediate organisation of anti-epidemic
measures, possibly as part of, but without awaiting the initiation of, any wider scheme that
may eventually be decided on;

“Draws the attention of the Council to the gravity of the situation which threatens, if
“assistance is not promptly forthcoming, to involve adjacent and even distant territories;

“ Requests the Council to consider whether it would not be desirable to invite the
Assembly, during its present session, considerably to increase the credits that it is customary
to vote each year for technical collaboration with China, so as to make available the funds
necessary to carry out a scheme to be drawn up as soon as possible by the Health Committee

or by a committee specially appointed for the purpose, on which, if necessary, expert advisers
could be co-opted ?

- Ha.vmg been duly instructed to report on the question by the Assembly, the Supervisory
Comm1ssmn after thorough examination, carried out at several meetings, came to the conclusion
that the sum of 2 million Swiss francs would be a suitable amount of financial assistance for the
League to grant in circumstances which were as unexpected as they were exceptional.

The corresponding credit has been entered in Item g (2) of the 1938 budget inaddition
to the credit of 450,000 francs allocated yearly since 1933.

5. In accordance with a further decision of the Assembly, the Supervisory Commission met
~ on October 19th and 20th to examine from both the budgetary and administrative point of view
the scheme of anti-epidemic action drawn up by a Sub-Committee of the Health Committee and to
take a final decision. This plan, which aims at making the best possible use of the credit, provides
that a group of medical experts will be sent to China for a year. Their salaries and travelling
expenses will be borne by the League of Nations, and they will be furnished with the material
and equipment hecessary to fulfil their mission. They will be placed, in the capacity of technical
advisers, at the disposal of the Chinese Government, which will assume full responsibility for the
execution of the plan. :

The Supervisory Commission, having ascertained that the credit of two million Swiss francs
would not be exceeded, approved the plan submitted to it.

In conformity with a decision taken by the fifth Assembly, the Supervisory Commission
considered in 1925 the joint proposals of the Secretary-General and the Director of the
International Labour Office regarding the revision of the Staff Regulations in consequence of the
entry into force of the Staff Provident Fund Regulations.

Whilst proposing that the indemnities originally allowed should be reduced, and even abolished
" entirely in certain cases, the Commission agreed that the provisions of the Provident Fund
Regulations did not cover all the cases in which the Staff Regulations contemplate the payment
of an indemnity (for example, the Provident Fund Regulations do not provide for indemnities
in cases of accidents incurred or illnesses contracted on duty).

Further, Article 73 of the Staff Regulations lays down that a permanent official whose
appointment is terminated by the Secretary-General, if the necessities of the service require &
re-organisation of the staff, is entitled to compensation.

The matter was further discussed by the Commission after the entry into force of the Pensions
.Regulations (see document C.646.M.260.1931.X, paragraphs 62-69). After a thorough examination
of the question, the Commission came to the conclusion that the present benefits could be suppressed
only in one case—i.e., where an indemnity is granted in lieu of unexpired leave, to an official
who is invalided out.

Further, cases may arise where, in agreement with the Supervisory Commission, indemnities
may be granted to employees to whom the Staff Regulations do not apply.

(b) Reserve Fund for the Death and Invalidity Fund.

The fifth Assembly had invited the Supervisory Commission to study the question raised
by the staff concerning the Death and Invalidity Fund, which forms part of the Provident Fund.

It seemed to the Supervisory Cominission that the chief anxiety of the representatives of
the staff and of the Board of Management of the Fund was that, whilst desiring to regulate the
allocation of the grants contemplated by Article 18 of the Provident Fund Regulations, they feared
that in certain years the Death and Invalidity Fund might find itself with insufficient resources to
meet an unusual number of claims. The Commission therefore proposed to the Assembly to
- include in the budgets of the Secretariat and the International Labour Organisation a sum of
15,000 francs as a reserve fund to the Death and Invalidity Fund.

The sum included in the budgets would form a contingent reserve which the competent
authorities of the organisations would be able to place, should it be necessary, at the disposal of
the Board of Management of the Fund to the amount required, but which should not be used to
increase any other item by transfer.

This credit was reduced to 10,000 francs as from the 1932 budget, in view of the
reduced liability on the Death and Invalidity Fund as a result of the coming into force of the
Pensions system.

() Contribution to Sickness Insurance Association.

The object of this credit is to render possible the continuance in the Secretariat of the existing
mutual insurance scheme against sickness and accidents which was established in 1922, the
expenses of which are borne in equal parts by the League and the participating officials. The
operation of this scheme was not affected by the establishment of the Provident Fund, since this
Fund does not constitute any insurance against sickness or accident occurring while an official
remains in the service, but is established primarily to provide payments to officials leaving
the service.

At its forty-first and forty-second sessions, the Commission considered whether the creation
of the Pensions Fund should not involve a modification in the policy followed in regard to the
Sickness Insurance Fund. It proposed to the Assembly to reduce by 20 per cent in 1932 the
League’s contribution to the Sickness Insurance Funds of the Secretariat and of the International
"Labour Office.

In accordance with a decision of the 1933 Assembly, the question of the League grant to
the Association was considered by the Supervisory Commission, which recommended that the
grant should remain fixed at the present level.

Finally, in 1936, the Commission fixed the League’s contribution at the same figure as at
the International Labour Office—i.e., at 4.50 francs monthly for each member and recommended
that membership should henceforth become compulsory.

(d) Fidelity Guaraniee.

The Supervisory Commission suggested at its second session that the officials of the League
who handle funds should be bonded by a fidelity insurance company.
(e) Welfare. :

Expenditure not properly chargeable to other items of the budget, such as grants to

members of the lower staff in case of serious illness and incurred, under the authority of the
Secretary-General, for the benefit of the Staff, is charged to the item * Welfare ”.

() Recruitment of Staff.

Competitive examinations are heldin London, Paris, Geneva, etc., for the posts of the Secretariat
which necessarily "have to be filled by French- or English-speaking officials (interpreters,
translators, shorthand-typists, etc.). The travelling expenses of the examiners and, in certain
special cases, of the candidates, the rent of rooms, etc., are covered by this item.
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To this item are also charged the travelling expenses of candidates for posts who may
be required to come to Geneva for an interview.

(8) Medical Examination.
Article 15 of the Staff Regulations provides that every candidate to a post in the Secretariat
.can be requested to submit, at the expense of the Secretariat, to examination by a medical
. practitioner named or approved by the Secretary-General. Similarly, at the end of his first year
of service, every official shall be re-examined at the expense of the Secretariat by a medical
practitioner or by a medical board.

() Expenseé of the Administrative Tribunal.

The report on the establishment of an Administrative Tribunal (document A.6.1927.X), the
Statute governing which was adopted by the Assembly, at its eighth ordinary session, states that:

“ The Supervisory Commission recommends that the sum of 6,000 francs be inserted in the
budget of the Secretariat for the year 1928 to cover its share of the expenses occasioned by sessions
of the Tribunal and any costs occasioned by resisting complaints before the Tribunal, and that
- a credit to the same amount be inserted for the same purposes in the budget of the International
Labour Office. .

“The Supervisory Commission recommends that the judges and deputy judges should
receive subsistence allowance at approximately the same rate as judges of the Permanent Court

of International Justice—namely, 100 Swiss francs for each twenty-four hours’ absence from
their homes occasioned by the business of the Tribunal. It recommends that they should
_receive their travelling expenses on the scale for the time being in force for members of League
commissions.”

Since the expenses of the Administrative Tribunal have never reached the sum originally
contemplated, the appropriation has been reduced to 5,000 francs as from 1932.

(i) Compensation granted by the Administrative Tribunal.
The report also states that:

“ Provision is already made annually in the League budget to cover compensation payable
when an official meets with an accident or incurs a disease in the course or in consequence of his
service. It does not seem to the Supervisory Commission that it would be possible or appropriate
to calculate and insert in the budget the amount likely to be required to pay awards of compen-

-sation made by the Tribunal in respect of breaches of officials’ rights. The Commission recommend
that a nominal amount of 1,000 francs be inserted in the budgets of the Secretariat and the Inter-
national Labour Office so as to provide an item to which such compensation can be charged if it
becomes payable, and that any sums actually required in excess of this nominal vote be provided
by a transfer under the usual guarantees.”

The Assembly decided at its eleventh session: o

o“°

. . . to entrust, during the period in which the Refugees’ Organisation is being
wound up, the humanitarian duties hitherto undertaken by the High Commissioner, to an
International Refugee Office placed under the direction of the League of Nations, in accordance
with the principles of Article 24 of the Covenant.”

The credit shown in the 1938 budget corresponds to the balance of the grant for which
. provision was made in the schéme of liquidation; in addition it includes funds for work in
connection with the settlement of Saar refugees and a supplementary credit voted by the
Assembly. .

NoTE oN PArRT VI oF THE EXPENDITURE BUDGET: BUILDINGS AT GENEVA.
I. Terminable Annuity.

The Assembly, at its seventh ordinary session, approved the proposals which had been made
to it by the Supervisory Commission in regard to the terminable annuities payable on account of
the building operations of the League (see document A.5.1926.X, paragraphs 19 ef seq.). A
credit of 1,375,000 francs was therefore included in the budget from 1926 to 1932, and, as this
sum was from year to year entered in the budget, reimbursements were made to the States which
advanced the sums necessary for the formation of the Building Fund.

From the report submitted by the Supervisory Commission to the Council in January 1932
(document C.g97.M.50.1932.X), it was clear that, in 1935, the difference between the assets of the
Building Fund and the estimated expenses in ¢connection with the actual cost of the building

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would amount to about 3,000,000 francs. Since the Council had decided, at its sixty-sixth session,
to continue the building 0perat10ns the Commission thought that it was necessary to take immediate
measures to cover the estimated deficit. It proposed, therefore, that the Assembly should increase
the credit in the budget for 1933 from 1,375,000 to 1,600,000 francs, and to cease, until further
notice, any repayments to the States to which such payments were due. The Assembly approved
the Supemsory Commission’s recommendation.

With regard to the 1934 budget, the Assembly decided that the credit should be increased
to two millions.

. After having considered the amount available to complete the new buildings, the Supervisory
Commission recommended and the Assembly decided that it would be sufficient to include in
‘the 1935 budget the sum of 1,456,010 francs, which corresponded to the 1934 credit Zess the sum

. of 543,990 francs provided for the occupation of the new buildings.

: In view of the present position of the Building Fund, it was possible to reduce this credit

to 1,375,000 francs in the 1936 1937 and 1938 budgets.

2. Occupation of the New Buildings.

. The mcluswe credit of 430,000 francs entered in the 1936 budget corresponded to the total
- additional expenditure over the estimates in respect of the Hétel National and its annexes,
which the upkeep, staffing, etc., of the new buildings was expected to involve.
For 1937 and 1938 these credits are included in the budget of the Secretariat (Part I).

3. Wireless Station: Trading Account and Technical Work.

As regards the maintenance and operating expenses of the Station, the Assembly decided

that the credit of 200,000 francs entered in this chapter of the budget should be considered as

~ the nucleus of a trading account, distinct from the budgetary accounts, but controlled and audited

'in the same manner as those accounts. It considered, however, that, in view of the special character

. of this account, the unspent balances should be carried over to meet, in due course, subject

~ to the approval of the competent authority, expenditure such as would be involved by the renewal,

.the modernisation or the transformation of the equipment.

The additional sum of 9,000 francs is intended to cover technical work by the Secretariat or

-experts in connection with the operation of the Station.
